6. Auditors Report
Abra introduced Brian Brown, CGA, who conducted the audit.

AND RESOLVED That the 2008 Financial Statements be accepted as presented.

Discussion: A member suggested that members be provided with a breakdown of sales per department at the 2009 AGM. The Board agreed to include this in the treasurer's report next year. 

A member suggested that we ask the Credit Union for higher interest rates for the Co-op's savings account.

Ordinary Resolutions
Ordinary Resolution #1

Moved by Olindo Chiocca and seconded by Maggie Jones

AND RESOLVED That the membership support the Board recommendation to reduce the 2008/2009 patronage refund to 0%, and that this percentage be reflected therefore in the 2008/2009 financial statements.

Discussion:  A discussion ensued regarding expansion plans, and the need to save money for relocation costs.

CARRIED.

Ordinary Resolution #2

Moved by Olindo Chiocca and seconded by Muna Baker

AND RESOLVED That the ordinary resolution regarding the member patronage refund be accepted as 10% for the 2007/2008 fiscal year.

Discussion:  Members voiced concern about taking patronage dividends from the members while also expressing support for saving money for expansion/ relocation.

The question was called; 20 members voted in favour of the motion; 8 members were opposed to the motion, and 3 members abstained form voting. CARRIED. 


8. Special Resolutions:
Special Resolution #1

Moved by Jeremy Lack and seconded by Cindy King

AND RESOLVED that the Memorandum of Association of the Kootenay Country Store Cooperative be amended as follows:

* By amending clause 26 to read

26. Terms. Directors shall serve for a term of two years.

AND FURTHER RESOLVED That the Rules of Kootenay Country Store Cooperative be replaced with the new amended Rules attached to this Resolution as Appendix “A”.

A discussion ensued.

The question was called. 28 members voted in favour of the resolution, 2 opposed to the resolution. CARRIED. 


Special Resolution # 2

Moved by Jeremy Lack and Seconded by Carolyn Dejong

AND RESOLVED that the terms of the Board Directors, Abra Brynne and Olindo Chiocca, be extended for an additional one year until the close of the 2009 Annual General Meeting. CARRIED.

     11. Other Business

New Business:

Abra asked for any new business.


A request for clarification arose around the process for nominations for Directors.  The Rules state that a nominee must consent in writing, or must attend the Annual General Meeting, in order to run for the Board of Directors.

Members asked questions about the potential of expanding store hours, to which Abra responded. 


A motion from the floor was raised by Andrew Osika, who suggested that the Membership Appreciation Day discount be reduced form 10% to 8% with the 2% difference to be earmarked for expansion. The Motion was not seconded and was therefore not discussed any further. 

A member suggested that next year's AGM include committee reports, prior to the election of new Board members, so that members could understand further the annual developments at the Co-op.

Michelle Beneteau presented the Linda Prentice Memorial Prize to Chelsea Rainey, who was unable to attend to receive her award.

The Gordon Seward Music and Arts Award was presented to Rebecca MacLeod.
