The Gift Card Program offers schools
and other community organizations
the opportunity to raise money by
selling Co-op Gift Cards, in which a
percentage of the purchased card
value (currently 9%) is donated to the
organization.

The third Tuesday of every month
is Community Donation Day. 1% of

our sales is donated to a non-profit
group in our community in support
of their ongoing efforts.
